your location

The location of your photoshoot can be any-
where - from your bedroom to a nearby park or
restaurant. At mGn Photography [ believe the
most important factor in choosing a location
should be its emotional value to you and your
family. Being in the same spot something won-
derfully memorable happened in the past can
evoke strong emotions and great moments in
front of the lens (think first kiss, a special "I
love you” moment, first date, ete.). Natural set-
tings, such as parks and wilderness, can create
beautiful backdrops for photographs. If you
prefer your photoshoot indoors, rooms with big
windows and lots of light are always a great
choice!

Props are any kind of ohject or item included in
photographs. In general, props can add detail,
interest. and meaning to your images. especial-
Iy when they hold sentimental value to you or
your family. Ideas include hats, baby blankets
or wraps, love letters, heirloom furniture, a vin-
tage dress handed down in the family, old pho-
tographs. handkercheifs, shoes, a suitcase,
travel souvenirs, or anything else that's close to
your heart. I love working with props: if you

hawve questions or need ideas, just ask!



IDEAS & INSPIRATION:

Newborn sessions capture your
precious baby just days after their
arrival. We have two session styles
- "lifestyle” and "posed”. Lifestyle
sessions focus on baby in his natu-
ral surroundings, non-posed, some-
times with Mom and Dad in the
photos as well. Posed sessions may
take quite a bit longer and result in
photographs where baby looks like
a sweet, sleeping doll. We love both
styles of newborn sessions and will
work with you to get the newborn
photos of your dreams!
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Baby sessions can be loads of fun
and loads of work for everyone, but
these sweet photos will quickly

become family heirlooms! Baby ses-

sions can be in a variety of themes,
styles, and locations - anything
from in-the-nude on a soft wool rug
to costumes in the outdoors! Props,
cute outfits, and interesting loca-
tions are welcomed.

Depending on the age of your children and what you'd like to accomplish in your photo
session, we have a wide variety of session themes and ideas to offer you! If you'd like to
come up with a unique session theme for your family or child, we'd love to get creative

with you! Here are a few popular ideas based on experience with past clients.

For children a bit older, outdoor ex-
ploration sessions are a perfect
way to capture your child's person-
ality. Summer sessions are a great
time to get out and choose a fabu-
lous field, trail, or lake location. Or
stick with a fun urban location and
keep the bugs at bay. Adventures
await in any location during the
summer. Outdoor explorations
prevent mid-session tantrums by
allowing your child to set the pace
of the shoot.

Performers, Lemonade Stands ete.
are becoming very popular themes
and great ways for little one’s to ex-
press their imaginations. Imagine
your adorable child having a fun
play date - and getting photos to
document it all! Curious faces, gig-
gles, smiles, and costumes make
these images unforgettable. The
new studio location is perfect for
themed indoor summer sessions
when it’s too hot to go outside.



IT'S THE DAY OF MY SESSION

If this is your family's first time working with a
professional photographer, it can be difficult to
know what to expect. What should I bring? Will
there be enough time to get the perfect picture?
Will my child feel uncomfortable in front of the
camera? I completely understand these feelings
of concern: you are not alone! I am here to work
for and with you to make your session as
stress-free as possible. Remember, this is
supposed to be fun!

Similarly. for rainstorms, windstorms or extreme
cokd, I'd rather reschedule than push everyone
Into an uncomfortable place! I will be in commu-
nication the day before and day of the session to
discuss any challenges that may arise and deal
with them in the most convenient way possible

what, exactly

should I expect? coni
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Children are unpredictable - a characteristic
that makes them so lovable - but also diffieult to
plan around. It's something we completely un-
derstand! For this reason, we always carve oub &
large chunk of time to make sure your session
[gn't rushed. If baby needs Lo be changed or fed.
ek your time, If a toddler is getting tired ar
frustrated. we can take a snack break to relax
and regroup. If you and your family are feeling
uncomfortable or exhansted, we can pause for a
drink of water and a rest in the shade, This is
your phota session and we'll work at the pace of
you snd your family! There's no need to rush -

just relax and enjoy the experience.

keeping it positive
ping it posit

It can be diffleult to get kids to cooperate in the
best of clreumstances, and many times they may
foel uncomfortable with a photographer they
don't knew well in an unfamiliar place. | work
hard ta get those perfect poses, but never with
negative reinforcement or discipline. T use only
positive, confidence-boosting methods to gatn
your child's trust and cooperation during the
photoshoot, and ask parents that they do the
same. I find that the best photographic results

came from using the carrot rather than the stick!
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When working with babies and children, safety s
my first priovity. When 1 photograph babies and
newborns, [ ask that mom and dad stay at arm’'s
length to make sure baby's kept safe and sound
under all circumstances. When planning an out
door, on-location shoot with kids, | make sure
the site iz safe and sultable for children ahead of
time, If there's any question as to whether or not
a location, pose, or prop is safe for your family, 1
always err an the side of caution. And if mom or
dud Peel uncomfortable with the situation, I'm
happy to find alternatives to make sure everyons

Being outdoors in the summer sun is a great setting for some fun
photos of you and your loved ones. In order to get the best re-
sults from your session, there are a few things to consider before
you step in front of your photographer’s lens.

1. Wear sunscreen. If you are going to be out in the sun for a
long period of time, especially with children, sunscreen is a
must. It can however also make your skin look quite shiny. If
possible apply makeup that has built-in sunscreen otherwise
apply some powered concealer to spots that look especially oil.

2. Bring along some tissues & concealer powder. Unless it's a
cool day, youre probably going to sweat. Bring along some tis-
sues for dabbing off the sweat and your concealer powder for
touch ups.

3. There might be bugs. Photos in the woods can be romantic
and beautiful but depending on the time of day and the area
you're in, it could mean swatting away flies and mosquitoes. A
little bug repellent can make your photo session a lot more
pleasant

4. Stay hydrated. Posing for pictures may not seem like hard
work

but in the hot sun, you don’t have to move around much to be
affected by the heat. Make sure you bring lots of water and
other hydrating beverages, and drink up often.

5. Apply makeup sparingly. You want that fresh, sun kissed
look in your photos so don’t overdo your makeup application.

6. What you wear matters. Choose clothing that is comfortable
and fits your body shape. Feel free to incorporate accessories
such as a hat but don’t let it overwhelm the photo.

7. Choose your time of day. Since midday can be scorching, plan
your shoot early in the morning or just before the sun sets to
avoid looking hot and flustered in your photos.
